Venezuela is a very mixed country with stretches of the Andes Mountains, large areas of Amazonian

rain forests, rich plains known as llanos, a sweeping Caribbean shoreline, and even a small desert.

The nation also has a few exceptional geographical sites including{ 2 dzi K ! YSNA OF Q& f I NBAS
the world's highest waterfall, known as Angel Falls.

Venezuela lies in both the Northern and
Southern Hemispheres, meaning it really
only has two seasons ¢ the dry season
and the wet season. The dry season lasts
from December to April, the wet one
from May to November. Temperatures
average at about 27xC, but cooler
temperatures can be found on higher
ground.

The capital city, and largest city, of Venezuela is Caracas, with approximately 6million people living
there. It has skyscrapers, churches, universities, shopping centres and museums.

Venezuela has some of the world's largest amounts of oil as well as huge quantities of coal, iron ore,
bauxite and gold. And yet, in a country that has lots of gold, most people live in poverty, many of
them living in shanty towns ¢ some of which sprawl over the hillsides around the capital, Caracas.
There are a lot of people who do not have jobs and, according to official figures, around 60% of

households are poor.

Shanty towns can also be found in other countries where there are a lot of poor people living. They
are areas where people build their houses out of scrap wood, corrugated metal, and sheets of
plastic. Usually built on the edges of cities, these towns often do not have proper sanitation,
electricity, or telephone services.

Food in Venezuela has a mixture of African, European, and Indian roots, and is often called Criolla

Galletas de Mantequilla 8 Venezuelan Butter Biscuits

Makes approx 24

Ingredients

1509 Unsalted Butter a pinch of salt

150g Icing Sugar the grated zest of | lemon
50g Cornflour 225¢ plain flour

180ml Milk

Directions

1. Preheat the oven to 180C, 350F, Gas Mark 4 and grease and flour 2-3 baking sheets.
Place the butter, sugar and the cornflour in a large mixing bowl and mix until creamy,
using an electric beater.

2. Add the lemon zest and milk gradually and continue mixing to combine.

3. Add the flour and beat well until the dough is soft, adding more milk if necessary.

4. Roll out the dough on a lightly floured surface to a little under 12mm/ % inch then cut
into various shaped biscuits, e.g. circles, squares, rectangles.
